Father, Daughter and Hope

Dr Don Jones is a familiar name to readers of
this newsletter and he recently joined forces
with his daughter Sarah to give Hope to
cancer sufferers in Leicestershire. Twelve year
old Sarah is a pupil at Bushloe High School
and she suggested that the school should
raise vital funds for the work in which her
father is involved as a senior researcher in the
Department of Cancer Studies and Molecular
Medicine at the University of Leicester. This
fitted in with the school’s policy of supporting
local charities and making links into the
community through its Citizenship/Community
Partnership.

Don collected a cheque for £1,500 for the
Foundation at a specially arranged assembly
in May following a range of fundraising events
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Jazzing it up for Hope

Once again Sheila Lenten has swung into
action for the Hope Foundation. For the
second year running she has arranged

a most successful Jazz Night, this year
held at the Bath Hotel in Shearsby. Over
200 people filled the hotel to listen, and
